The basis of the value is no longer the replacement cost but the original cost of the assets as far as could be ascertained.  This is due to changes in the audit requirements.  The above figures are restated, and should remain constant unless the Council acquires new assets or disposes of any in its ownership.  Community land is valued at Nil.  Please note three additions for this year (CCTV Meadow, Clerk Laptop and Printer and Noticeboards).
LEASES  - At the 31st March 2026 the following leases were in operation:  
Lessee :  The Teynham Village Hall Management Committee has leased approximately 2/5ths of the land known as the Meadow for a village hall and car parking area.  The rental for the first 33 years was fixed at £5.00 per year.

Lease :   99 years (1996 -2095)

ALLOTMENTS  This land which is approximately one acre was leased under agreement from Mr. Charles Percy French in 1934 originally for a period of three years.  Included in the Agreement was a clause which allowed for the tenancy to continue after that time on a yearly basis.  The owners of the land have changed many times over the period but all have honoured the agreement. The Parish Council continues to rent the ground from the current owners - Integrated Services Programme for a peppercorn rent of £1 per Anum.

CAR PARK, FROGNAL GARDENS [LAND ADJOINING 117 LONDON ROAD]   Our current lease with Swale Borough Council runs from 15th August 2015 for 125 years at the cost of £1 per annum. 

TEYNHAM COMMUNITY HALL  The Parish Council bought the former Labour and Community Hall on 31 May 2007 for £60,000 by means of a fixed rate loan of 5.150 per cent over 25 years from the Public Works Loan Board.  The Hall, renamed the Teynham 
Community Hall, was valued by the Surveyor at the time of the purchase at £350,000. The hall is located at 89 Station Road, Teynham ME9 9DU.  The two covenants attached to the purchase were:  1) the Hall was to be used for community services and social activities and 2) if within 20 years of purchasing Teynham Parish Council wished to dispose of the property or any part then an additional consideration of 25 per cent of the Open Market Value of the property (after making various deductions as set out in the Transfer Deed) would be payable.  The date of the first repayment to the Public Works Loan Board was 31.8.07.  Payments of £2147.31 are payable in August and February each year.

PUBLIC ACCESS DEFIBRILATOR (PAD) The Parish Council purchased a PAD in September 2017 with the help of Grants and Donations at the cost of £1,665 (without VAT) for use for people of the Village and it was placed onto the outside of the Community Hall.

JUBILEE PUMP  The Pump is still standing, no issues at present.

VILLAGE SIGN:  The Parish Council agreed to place a value of £5000 on the sign in 2009
